
The Room of Wonders 

 

“In my generation there is a boom in figurative painting”. 

 

Simón Arrebola exhibits “The Room of Wonders” in the art gallery “Isabel Ignacio”. 

 

“The Room of Wonders” is the title with which Simón Arrebola presents his last creations in the art 
gallery “Isabel Ignacio”. 

 

Recalling the rooms where the Renaissance men collected strange objects or from the nature, 
Arrebola (Torre del Campo, Jaén, 1979), fills his paintings of numerous objects and symbols. “Julio 
Cortazar said the world doesn’t exist, but we have to invent it. And that’s the raison d’être of 
painting, which is used to cover the oneiric part that we don’t have in daily life”. 

 

He studies Fine Arts in Seville where he says there is a “good atmosphere to paint”, and he says 
that his paintings have influences from Hieronymus Bosch. “I identify myself more with the 
Surrealism, although I’m also on the same wavelength of Guillermo Pérez Villalta who has an 
architectural world where there are imaginary places”. Arrebola is interested in that his paintings 
are a scenography, although starting from reality. 

 

He says he feel fortunate because he is inside a school, “which is still undefined, but now in 
Andalusian painting of my generation there’s a boom in figurative painting”. 

 

Since he finished Fine Arts he just wanted to paint, “the market needs people who are not afraid 
of investing in paintings, because at the beginning, although it may seem a bit strange, it will give 
you things. It’s something that is always transmitting”. 

 

He is not scared stiff of the white canvas, “I have got everything under control. I need it, down to 
the last detail, I make sketches books and I know what I want to tell”, that’s why he hardly ever 
rejects a picture.  These oneiric stagings by Arrebola are inspired by literature, art, cinema, “in life 
itself, where there’s always something”, states the artist. 
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
